Registration for the 51st Festival of Songs Olomouc in the Year of Czech Music has been
opened.

All lovers of choral singing are sure to be still feeling the reverberations of the festive atmosphere
of the spectacular 50th anniversary edition of the International Festival of Songs Olomouc, which
took place at the turn of May and June 2023 and was attended by more than 50 choirs from all over
the Czech Republic and abroad. Kajetan children's choir from Plzeni has become particularly
well-known for having been crowned the Absolute Winner of the Mundi Cantant Competition.
David Slater's Festive Requiem was performed in St. Moritz Church and the festival ended with an
impressive performance of selected parts of the rock oratorio Eversmiling Liberty. In Olomouc's
Upper Square, in addition to the soloists, a truly voluminous choir composed of participants of the

vocal workshops led by the festival's artistic director Milan Motl, performed on stage.

With 2024 slowly approaching, preparations are taking place for the next edition of the festival,
which is being organised by the OLArt21 association. The 51st edition will take place between 29
May-2 June 2024, and registration for the Mundi Cantant Choir Competition, as well as for the
Vocalis Bellus Vocal Ensemble Competition (a novelty from last year's edition), has now been
opened. From 1 November 2023 to 3 March 2024 it is possible to register your choir or vocal
ensemble and take part in one of the largest and oldest choir festivals in the Czech Republic. In the
Mundi Cantant Competition, there are a number of categories which are divided according to age or
composition of choirs - children's, youth, adult women's, men's or mixed choirs are welcome to take
part. Other categories are dedicated to different musical genres such as sacred music, folklore,
popular or contemporary music. There is also a non-competitive category of senior choirs for whom
a full-day meeting will be organised. Competitions will take place in recognised venues in
Olomouc, such as the Reduta Hall of the Moravian Philharmonic Orchestra Olomouc, the DUM U
PARKU or the Aula of the Faculty of Arts of Palacky University Olomouc.

The year 2024 is the Year of Czech Music, i.e. the year of multiple jubilees of composers connected
with the Czech environment. The Festival of Songs Olomouc is also joining in with these
celebrations of this important musical anniversary. "The motto of the next edition of the festival is
Songs of home in our hearts," says Milan Motl, artistic director of the Festival of Songs Olomouc.
Tribute to the greatest figures of Czech music, such as Bedfich Smetana, Antonin Dvotak, Leos
Janacek, among others, will be expressed through the majority of the works of Czech composers
throughout the whole festival. Therefore, a challenge to include Czech compositions and songs in
the competition performances has been announced, and the best performance of the aforementioned
will be awarded by the jury. In addition, Czech music will also feature in the festival's

accompanying programme that will offer two spectacular concerts. The first one will pay tribute to



Czech artists. In an arrangement for choir, composed of the competition participants, and orchestra,
the songs of Bedfich Smetana, Antonin Dvorak, Bohuslav Martinli and others will be performed.
This gala evening event will be preceded by the preparation and rehearsal of the repertoire in the
form of vocal workshops. The second open-air concert will take place on 1 June, International
Children's Day, and will feature Czech music for children. Children's and youth choirs will perform

songs from fairy tales and films by the famous duo Jaroslav Uhlit and Zden¢k Svérak.

On the last day of the Festival of Songs Olomouc, choirs and vocal ensembles can take part in
masterclasses, where under the professional guidance of the competition's jurors, they will be able

to take their singing skills even further.
